DESIGNATIONS

Article ). The following designations are used herein:

« ASPIS - PRONIA»: the Aspis-Pronia Greek Insurance Company Inc,, «INTERAMERICAN »; the Interamerican Company Lid,,
acting jointly with Aspis-Pronia as their Exclusive Agent. ~TAMBOURAS INSURANCE ORGANIZATION»: the Tambouras
Organization Inc,which pioneered this policy. » INSURED ASTRONAUTS»: the astronauts of spacecraft Apollo 11, Neil Armstrong,
Edwin Aldrin and Michael Collins, whose life is insured hereby and « BENEFICIARIES»: the persons entitled to any proceeds hereon.

SPECIAL SPACE RISKS

Article 2. Proceeds will be payable in the event of loss of life or disappearance in space and permanent total
disability resulting from:

a. Aggression by extraterrestrial or human beings in space.
b. Suicide or attempted suicide commitied while of sound or unsound mind.
c. War of any nature, waged on Earth or in space.

SPACE RISKS EXCLUDED -

Article 3. No proceeds will be payable:

a. In the event that the insured astronauis, under circumstances allowing them to survive in space, should
deliberately and against the instructions of the National Aeronautics and Space Admininsiration (N.A.S.A.)
refuse for any reason whatscever to return io Earth

b. In the event of kidnapping of the insured astronauts by extraterrestrial beings, and their detention alive,
away from Earth, for a minimum period of three years.

¢. In the event of kidnapping of the insured astronauts by human beings, and their detention alive, either on
Earth or away from Earth for a minimum period of three years.

CHANGE OF BENEFICIARY

Article 4. While this astropolicy 15 in force, the insured astronauts are entitled to change of beneficiary which shall be done at their
request, and become cffective from date of filing such request.




CESSION OF CLAIMS
Anlicle 5. No claim under this astropolicy shall be ceded or pledged.

PAYMENT OF PROCEEDS

Arlicle &: Payment of the proceeds shall be made by ASPIS-PRONIA cash at their Athens head office upon receipt and checking. of all
necessary documents of proof. Upon written request by the beneficiaries filed with the Company one of the tollowing settlement options
may be applied:

a. Inverest Pay Pr Is will be held on deposit by ASPIS-PRONIA with interest at the rate of fous percent, this annual interest to be
paid either in a lump sum or by insnlments, After lapse of the period set in the request, the proceeds shall be paid either cash, or in
one of the smanners specified undes b and ¢ herebelow.

b. Payment by Svecified Instal The proceeds are payable in equal monthiy, quarterly, half - yearly or yearly instalments; the amount
of each inslment is set out in the request. The payments shall be p d up o semtd of the proceeds, with interest at the rate
of four percent, with annwal compound interest,

<. Payment by Instalments over a Specified Period. The proceeds are payable in equal monthly instalments over a specified period set in the
Tequest, with interest ar a rate or four percent, with annual compound interest.

PRESCRIPTION

Article 7. Any clam and lawsoic arising from this astropolicy is prescribed afrer the lapse of three years, commencing from the end of
the year in which the claim has arisen, There shall be no suspension of this prescription, and it may be interrupted only by filing ordinary
suit, and the consequent judicial aces.

COURT OF LAV JURISDICTION

Arlicle B, Any litigation arising ouz of this astropolicy between the beneficiaries and ASPIS - PRONIA is subject to the exclusive jurisdic-
tion of the Athens Courts of Law.

TAX AND STAMP DUTIES
Article 9. All charges, such us inherivance tax, ssamp duties and other taxes levied on the proceeds and their payment, and on the astro-

policy by virtue of rules issued prior or subsequent to its imue shail be borne by the beneficiaries. Specifically, this provision applies 1o ail
expenses of ASPIS-FRONIA, from seizure of the procesds in their possession.

DOCUMENTS BINDING ASPIS- PRONIA

Anticle 10. ASPIS-PRONIA shall be bound only by documents bearing the signature of the authorized officers of their head office and
of the auhorized officers of the head office of INTERAMERICAN.
